In order to effectuate the public trust and charities hereby created, donor grants and conveys [assigns, transfers] the following property, namely: _________, to trustee and his successor as public trustee hereunder, in public trust, to be held, used, administered and disposed of, as well as all additions and accretions thereto and all incomes, revenues and profits thereof and therefrom, forever for public and charitable purposes, in the manner and upon the terms expressly provided, and not otherwise, namely: _________.
