Gift to Foundation

I hereby give, devise and bequeath my entire residuary estate, real, personal and mixed, of every kind and description whatever and wherever situated, to a Board of Five Trustees as designated below, who are to hold the same in trust, however, for the following uses and purposes, namely: first: to use and apply so much of my residuary estate as in the judgment of the Board may be necessary to found, establish, erect and equip in the City of _________, _________, or its immediate vicinity, a School for poor children to be admitted between the ages of seven and fifteen years, which institution shall be known as the _________ School, hereafter known as “School”.

This institution shall be maintained and operated for the purpose of educating poor children and teaching them the grammar and academic grades of study and certain trades and business that shall be installed in that institution, but nothing contained in this instrument shall be construed as preventing children of other financial situations, ethnic orientation, faiths and religious beliefs from entering the School, provided they comply with the rules and regulations prescribed by those in charge of the institution, and provided also that no one shall be admitted to the institution unless he or his parents shall have resided in the immediate vicinity for at least five years previous to such admission. However, if at any time the number of such children as described above is not sufficient to fill the School, then in that event, the Board of Trustees are hereby authorized to admit to the institution such number of other children of like residence and ages as day scholars or otherwise and also other children of like ages, of other localities, who shall have been residents of such localities for at least five years previous to such admission, as in the judgment of the Board can be accommodated by the School.

It is my desire and I direct that no restrictions be placed upon the numbers and kinds of studies and trades to be taught in the institution; my trustees, however, shall be the judges of the numbers and kinds of studies and trades to be taught, and they are hereby requested and directed to add, from time to time, as many additional studies and trades to the curriculum as the condition of my estate will permit; the superintendence, supervision and general management of the Institution and residency are hereby given to my trustees. And second: After the founding, erecting and equipping of the School as stated, to use and apply the profits and accumulations arising from the balance remaining of my residuary estate, in maintaining and supporting the School and the residents of it, and also in making such additions to, and enlarging the School as may from time to time be required for its development and growth.
